In addition to his wife he is survived by
two daughters, Georgette Cutler and her husband Donald and Elsa Norton
and her husband Gary of Amsterdam, NY; a son, Erik Carlson of Highwoods;
and a sister Rosalie Heitzman of Hurley, NY. Four grandchildren, 8 great
grandchildren and several nieces and nephews also survive.
